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The respondent respectfully submits that the Immigration Judge made the following errors of law in her adjudication of Mr. Ngongbo’s applications for asylum, withholding of removal and protection under the United Nations Convention Against Torture.

Asylum and Withholding of Removal
The Immigration Judge’s credibility determination is clearly erroneous.  Although the Judge was within her rights to consider minor inconsistencies within the respondent’s testimony, she failed to assess those inconsistencies in light of the totality of the circumstances and all relevant factors.  INA §240( c )(4)( C ); Alimbaev v. Att’y Gen. of the  United States, 872 F.3d 188,  197 (3rd Cir. 2017).

The Judge further erred in holding that the respondent had not submitted sufficient corroborating evidence to meet his burden of proof.  INA §208(b)(1)(B)(ii); INA §241(b)(3); Matter of S-M-J-, 21 I & N Dec. 722, 725 (BIA 1997); Sandie v. Att’y Gen., 562 F.3d 246, 252 (3rd Cir. 2009).

Finally, the Judge erred in holding that the respondent’s maltreatment by members of the Cameroonian police was not sufficiently severe so as to rise to the level of persecution.  Matter of O-Z- & I-Z-, 22 I & N Dec. 23 (BIA 1998); Jarbough v. Att’y Gen., 483 F.3d 184 (3rd Cir. 2007).

Convention Against Torture

The Immigration Judge erred in holding that the respondent had not established eligibility for withholding of removal under the Convention Against Torture because 1) he had not suffered torture in the past and; 2) any torture which he might face in the future would be at the hands of rogue officers, rather than officers acting in their official capacity.  Matter of O-F-A-S-, 27 I & N Dec. 709 (BIA 2019); 8 CFR §1208.18.
